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(Mat 2:6-2.11) And thou Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, art not the least
among the princes of Judah; for out of thee shall come a Governor, that shall
rule my people Israel. Then Herod, when he had called the wise men, in-
quired of them diligently what time the star appeared. And he sent them to
Bethlehem, and said, “Go and search diligently for the young child; and
when ye have found him, bring me word again, that | may come and worship
him also.” When they had heard the king, they departed; and, lo, the star,
which they saw in the east, went before them, till it came and stood over
where the young child was. When they saw the star, they rejoiced with ex-
ceeding great joy. And when they were come into the house, they saw the
young child with Mary his mother, and fell down, and worshipped him: and
when they had opened their treasures, they presented unto him gifts; gold,
and frankincense, and myrrh. And being warned of God in a dream that they
should not return to Herod, they departed into their own country another
way.

The story of the nativity must be one of the most beautiful stories in the New
Testament. Christmas celebrations could do away with all the trees, lights,

and presents and still be so very special if we just focus on these wonderful
words from the Bible. Of course it won't work quite like that, we're all too accustomed to the more secular
aspects of the celebration and that's not all bad . . . Especially if we don't lose sight of what the season
really represents. Unfortunately, some see the season as all wrapped up in the annual migration of steel,
round-footed gas burners making their way to the temples at the Mall where loud refrains of Frosty the
Snowman and Jingle Bells all but avoids the memory of our savior’s birth.

This is a time for us to focus. As Knights of Columbus, we have an obligation to make our celebration one
that truly honors and rejoices in our Lord coming to join us on this earth to redeem the sins of mankind that
we might be once more in fellowship with God.

How many of you have read or are reading the book called, “The Shack?” | won't give away the story, but
it's a wonderful story that has a beautiful description of the Holy Trinity and roles each plays and how they
interact with the world. It's true that the story is fictional, but the description of the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit are both wonderful and really do make the roles logical for us as human'’s to understand. It de-
scribes Jesus in the most human of terms and suggests that while in full communion with the Father, Jesus’
prayers invoked the mercy of God to realize the miracles we credit to Christ. The story proposes that Jesus
request and the Father blesses the relationship by making those prayers come true. Sounds logical. Christ
in his human form demonstrates the power that comes from being in a true and complete state of grace
with the Father. How beautiful is that?

This Christmas, it might benefit all of us to recall that description and turn our attention to asking him to help
us develop our relationship into one that uses the great example he set as our model. If so, the story of
Christmas comes alive in a way that enriches our lives and helps to lead us to the Father.
