Something a little different this month. [I've Imedoing a little reading on flags and heraldry &nd

thought maybe a brief description of the Papal Amight be of some interest. The picture is ofdhmas of
Pope John Paul L.

The pope places his family arms on a shield tagethth the papal tiara. Behind the shield ar¢g

two keys of St. Peter. First, the gold key poigtto thedexteror right side from the point of view of the
shield bearer. This key symbolizes papal poweeredihg up to heaven. Second, a silver key poining

the sinister or left side from the point of view of the shidi@arer. This key symbolizes power over
faithful on earth. They keys are often joined tbge by a red cord.

During the period between the death of a popeta@celection of his successor (known asither-
regnumor sede vacatbe the keys pass to tlemmerlengagthe papal treasurer, a cardinal who deals wig
pope’s financial and other secular affairs). Harbdhem insaltire (diagonal cross on a coat of arms,
shown) beneath another emblem peculiar to the Gat8burch, the pavilion known as tlmenbrellino or
umbraculum which is, in fact, an umbrella. Both keys andifi@n are usually placed above the shielg
thecamerlengoindicating that it is his duty to watch over ttights of the Holy See until the election of
new pope.
