 The foregoing description(s) of a Christian have been taken 
from the Random House College Dictionary.  I ask that you all pay 
particular attention to #5. 
 My reason for writing this somewhat ‘strange’ introduction 
is two-fold.  First, I want everyone to be more aware of what is go-
ing on in our own country, vis-à-vis the ongoing assault on our 
Catholic faith and the insidious methodology of the assault.  Sec-
ondly, I want everyone to be aware that we must consciously live 
our Catholic faith. 
 I was “surfing” my TV the other night, when I came across a 
discussion on one of the religious channels.  The particular program 
consisted of three ministers, whose combined congregations number 
well over 30,000 people.  The question under discussion was “Are 
Roman Catholics really Christian?” 
 The consensus was that Catholics are not true Christians be-
cause our faith is not based on (their view) the “true” teachings of 
Christ.  (Refer #1 through #5).  The fallacy in this is self-evident; 
however, the discussion that followed was even more enlightening.  
One of the ministers from Houston, Texas stated that, of the 10,000 
members of his congregation, 80% are Hispanic converts from the 
Roman Catholic faith.  He went on to explain that Catholics do not 
have an understanding of what Christianity is or what it means to be 
a Christian.  He stated that the Roman Catholics are the most 
“fertile” source of conversions.

FROM THE ADMIRAL’S DESK...SIR KNIGHT RON SWOLLEY 
 
 Have you ever wondered about the meaning of names given to things that don’t seem to 
make a lot of sense today.  For example, we are beginning the month of February, but where in the 
world did that name come from?  It is actually taken from the latin word Februa or Februatio, a 
Roman festival of purification which was also called Lupercalia and celebrated on what is now the 15th of 
February.  There was a Roman god, Februus, who was the equivalent of the Greek god Pan but, he came 
later so the name Februa was a name given to the festival and was not named for the god. 
 The first eight months had pretty interesting mythological names, but beginning with September the 
creativity seems to have run out.  September means the seventh month; October the eighth; November the 
ninth; and December the tenth.  Wait a minute, 7th, 8th, 9th and 10th??  I thought they were the 9th, 10th, 
11th, and 12th! 
 Actually, September was the seventh month at one time.  The roman calendar was based on the 
phases of the moon and was only ten months long.  Interesting is the fact that the winter months weren’t 
counted (I wish we could do that sometimes).  The lunar calendar began on March 15th (on the Ides of 
March) and ended in December.  The change to a 12-month calendar with 365 days occurred sometime in 
the 6th century BCE.  In 153 BCE, new magistrates began to enter office in January rather than in March and 
the New Year’s festival may have been moved to January to synchronize the political and religious calen-
dars. 
 In 45 BCE Julius Caesar made some corrections with his new Julian calendar and that served fairly 
well until the Gregorian calendar was adopted in 1582 by Pope Gregory XIII.  The Julian calendar included 
the concept of a leap year although it was in error because he thought that should be every three years.  The 
Gregorian calendar corrected that. 
 Well, whatever the name or its source, it is your Faithful Admiral’s hope this month and the whole 
year will be filled with our True God’s blessings.  Have you noticed, those never change, they are simply 
love passed on to us.
