Why Did Jesus Fold the Napkin? 
 

Why did Jesus fold the linen burial cloth after His resurrection?  
I never noticed this…. 

The Gospel of John (20:7) tells us that the napkin, which was placed 
over the face of Jesus, was not just thrown aside like the grave 

clothes. 
The Bible takes an entire verse to tell us that the napkin was neatly 

folded, and was placed separate from the grave clothes. 
Early Sunday morning , while it was still dark, Mary Magdalene 
came to the tomb and found that the stone had been rolled away 

from the entrance. 
She ran and found Simon Peter and the other disciple, the one whom 
Jesus loved.  She said, ‘They have taken the Lord’s body out of the 

tomb, and I don’t know where they have put him!’ 
Peter and the other disciple ran to the tomb to see.  The other  

disciple outran Peter and got there first.  He stooped and looked in 
and saw the linen cloth ling there, but he didn’t go in. 

Then Simon Peter arrived and went inside.  He also noticed the linen 
wrappings lying there, while the cloth that had covered Jesus’ head 

was folded up and lying to the side. 
Was that important?  Absolutely!

Beside his plate, the servant would not dare touch the table, 
Because…….

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 Is your prayer life a lot like mine?  Recitation of standard prayers like the Our Father and 
Hail Mary, and, frequently requesting our Lord for specific help as we face the issues of life, like 
“Lord, could you help us find the money to get the roof fixed?”  I think these two forms of prayer 
are pretty common and probably many of us share experience in using them.  They’re not wrong or bad, but 
there’s an added prayer approach I just learned about and I’d like to share it with you. 
 My wife picked up a book called, “Power Prayers for Women” by Jackie M. Johnson and pub-
lished by Barbour Publishing, Inc.  The book allows quotations to be used by non-profit organizations with 
the above acknowledgement.  I was glancing at the book and was intrigued by how it presented its topics.  
An index at the front outlines major prayer categories … “My Ministry - The Power of Reaching Out”.  
Finding a topic of interest, you look it up and find prayers related to this topic but with subtitles indicating a 
specific prayer focus.  For example, “Release More Power in My Ministry”.  Many of us have ministries 
… like being ushers, Eucharistic Ministers, or serving on parish committees … and most of us want to per-
form these ministries in a way pleasing to our Lord.  So, here’s Power Prayers’ way of turning to God. 
 Following the subtitle is a scriptural reference that relates the Bible to the subtitle.  In the example, 
“Release More Power in My Ministry,” the biblical reference is to Hebrews 13:20-21:  “May the God of 
peace, who through the blood of the eternal covenant brought back from the dead by our Lord Jesus, 
that great Shepherd of the sheep, equip you with everything good for doing his will, and may he work 
in us what is pleasing to him, through Jesus Christ, to whom be glory for ever and ever.  Amen.”  Per-
fect and logical biblical passage tying the specific scripture to the issue. 
 Next, a prayer for us that doesn’t just deal with improving human traits we might think we’re weak 
in, but rather, that our Lord strengthens us in the areas He thinks will be most effective as we perform our 
ministry.  “Lord God, I need you.  I ask that you would release more of Your power into my life and 
ministry.  God of peace, equip me with everything good to do Your will.  Help me to have compassion, 
integrity, and wisdom.  Work in me what is pleasing to You, Lord.  Empower me, enlighten me and 
change me so I can be more effective in serving.  Let Your name be glorified and honored in all my 
ministry activities.” 
 Isn’t it neat.  The prayer now relates to scripture and the scripture in turn relates to the sub-topic and 
it to the category.  It is now more than just a request, or a thank you, or a plea.  Instead it suggests our com-
mitment to try and understand God’s will for us based on His Holy Word and promises our trust that He’ll 
strengthen us in a way that allows us to perform our ministry as He would like it performed.  Wow, a com-
mitment to live our faith!       
 I thought the technique was beautiful and powerful and that it could be a source of growth in, at least, 
my faith.  I hope you do also.  We’re going to see if there’s a companion book for the guys … or … I’ll sug-
gest that we keep this book where maybe I could borrow it now and then. 
 Hmmmm … in “The Power of Healing and Restoration:  When Healing Does Not Come.”  Ex-
cuse me … I think I hear the Lord calling me to prayer!
